CHAIRMAN’'S MESSAGE

Welcome to our 40th edition of “The Islander ”. Once again, a busy time of year for everyone, Many of our fellow
Manitobans are fighting the flood, doing income tax and of course our Canadian Election along with cleaning their
yards. Getting ready for another fabulous Manitoba summer!!!

There are a number of major happenings in our own Community. Warde Ave from Seigneurie to 59 is currently
being constructed with the services now being installed. This will give us a 3" entrance/exit to Island Lakes to facili-
tate ambulance and fire personnel responding quickly from the new fire/paramedic hall being built this summer in
Sage Creek. No word on when Warde will be extended to St Mary’s Road.

Developers have been busy securing new businesses to locate on the vacant land by Home Run Sports. Salvation
Army is proposing a new church and they are hoping to be able to provide programming such as indoor sport ac-
tivities for our community.

7 — 11 is interested in locating here. There is currently zoning criteria that requires any business to not be open 24
hours and must close between the hours of 1:00 AM and 7:00 AM.

21st Annual General Meeting

The ILRG Annual Meeting occurred on November 1st, 2010. Chairman Lindsey Wilson had opening remarks to the 32
residents who attended. He touched on all the events of the year and how unfortunate it was to cancel the Annual Fam-
ily Fun day due to rain three Saturday’s in a row. The Clock tower is fixed and our website was excited to now be set up
to accept pay pal as another option for residents to pay for their memberships.

Bicycle path has been completed along Bishop Grandin although construction equipment has already done a lot of dam-
age, which needs to be fixed. Trees planted with a grant from Wal-Mart in Lindsey Wilson Park did well this year. Weed
harvester spent a lot of time on two of the lakes but the lake along Desjardins has no launch ramp and how the board is
looking at solar powered street lights for the Lindsey Wilson Park.

Our MLA Erin Selby was introduced and regrets from Dan Vandal.

Terry Bias presented the Treasurer’s report with 153 memberships collected this year for a total of $1,530.00 and a year
end balance of $42,618.55.

Committee Reports were then given. Anne Thomson discussed the proposal for a new entrance sign. It will be about 25
feet high and will have a “clock tower” theme to tie with the clock tower at the mall. The City will deal with the replace-
ment of the sign that was removed during the building of Home Run Sports. The solar lights project is also progressing
well with an estimated cost of $8,000 each to be placed in Lindsey Wilson Park.

Michelle Fisher informed us we have about 100 adopt-a-pots of which over 90% were planted. Cory Anscomb com-
mented on how the lakes are active both winter and summer.

Rachelle Moore stressed the importance of block captains and currently we have 21 streets that have no block captains.
The questions of should the ILRG continue to host the Annual Garage sale due to some complaints from residents.
Rachelle asked the crowd who was in favour of the garage sale and who was against. There were no hands in opposi-
tion to it. She also asked for additional articles for the newsletter. This year, the ILRG may just put the newsletter on the
website and possibly have some available at some of the businesses as Canada Post has changed their routes to in-
clude Sage Creek and parts of Royal Wood for our delivery zone.

Constable Evan Storozinski of the East District Community Support Unit, City of Winnipeg Police Service came to advise
this unit was set up to try and alleviate the recurring problems that the “regular” cars are receiving. Comparatively
speaking, Island Lakes is quiet. Not to say there aren't break and enters and “teen shenanigans”. Residents should con-
tact the support unit if they see anything concerning.

This coming year, the board is planning on restructuring the board. Initially it was structure along the same lines as the
city. City 311 has helped immensely. The community is now well established and with the introduction of the city's 311
call number; the board felt it was time to restructure the board: Infrastructure, Special Events, Special Projects and
Communications will replace the older divisions.

Our MLA, Ms. Erin Selby Community Places Grants are now available for application. Be sure to contact Erin Selby's
office. Update on the berms along Lagimodiere — city has done the testing and is within their limit. Working a number of
things regarding “Let's Make a Better Deal”: On a longer term home warranty program — i.e. basements heaving in the
south portion of Island Lakes.

Erin then ran the Election of Officers. The meeting was adjourned at 9:15 pm.

New Entrance Way Signs

The first, of hopefully three signs, is currently under construction. It will be ap-
proximately 25 feet in height and it has been approved to go in the southeast
corner of Bishop Grandin and Blvd de la Seigneurie .

The ILRG also inquired about lighting the sign. Solar power would be inade-
guate power-wise and installing a hard service, metering and lighting would be
over $20,000 plus $100/ month to Hydro. It is expected to be visible at night
from lights adjacent to the feature. We may consider the lighting feature a
separate project in the years to come, but not a priority at this time.

The board has worked on this project for the past 5 years when we approached
Qualico/Novamet to replace our deteriorating signs. With persistence and com-
mitment, we are so excited to see one of our major projects become a reality!

What is the ILRG Membership?

The Island Lakes Resident’'s Group Membership program was put in place to help raise funds for community
enhancements. As Island Lakes is completed, the developer moves on. This leaves all the upkeep for non-
city related issues unresolved. Next time your family goes for a walk in our community, look around and see
what your membership fees and the ILRG has done for you. Annually, we pay for the replacing of damaged
flower pots due to unreported car accidents, replacement of trees, flowers for un-adopted flower pots, and the
costs associated with our annual spring clean up and BBQ.

Some of the larger projects have been the development of our parks, including tennis courts, two basketball
courts, baseball diamonds including backstops, player’'s benches, park benches, waste receptacles, trees
throughout the parks, lighting and pathways in Waterfront Park, walkways in Seigneurie and Lindsey Wilson

Parks, as well as park structures, such as the play structures and swings you see today.

The membership fee is only $10.00 per household per year. This fee is payable to the Island Lakes Resi-
dents Group by either cheque or cash. You can either pay at the Spring Clean-up, drop off payment at the
Island Lakes Pharmacy (thanks Tim!) or wait for a canvasser to come by this summer.

Lakes

Last July "The Harvestor" spent a total of approximately four
weeks cleaning out the weed growth in the first lake developed
in Island Lakes within the boundaries of Island Shore Blvd, Is-
land Lakes Drive, Desjardins and Waterfront. This should assist
in keeping the growth of algae on the lake to a minimum at least
for a few summers.

Due to a lack of a launching area for "the Harvestor" the remain-
ing lake area was unable to be completed. The City is looking
into building an additional launch area off of Seigneurie closest
to Surfside. However, The City did not have the budget for it
last year so we are following up with Councillor Vandal to ensure
this will be built this year.

This past winter the City reduced the water level in the Lakes by
pumping the water into the overflow weir to the Seine River.
This was done to facilitate the replacement of the rock revet-
ment shore lines bordering the City owned public green spaces.
The pumping took additional time as there was a major water
main break.

It has been a busy year both in the constituency of Southdale and at the Manitoba Legisla-
ture. On March 28" Premier Greg Selinger appointed me Minister of Advanced Education and
Literacy. | felt a lot like a university student, cramming for finals, as | prepared for my first
Budget on April 12th as Minister. Budget 2011 has many areas of interest to Southdale fami-
lies including;

University tuition frozen to the rate of inflation — 1% this year

5% increase in operating grants to universities for each of the next 3 years

Funding 2,100 more childcare spaces and expanding the online child care registry
province wide

Increasing the basic Education Property Tax Credit to $700

Ensuring every Manitoban who wants a family doctor has one by 2015

Increasing operating funds to all school divisions by a minimum of 2.2%

Increasing municipal and transit grants to cities an equivalent of 1% of existing sales
tax

Hiring 66 more police officers and 10 more prosecutors

The first bill I've introduced as Minister of Advanced Education and Literacy will grant full uni-
versity status to the Collége Universitaire de Saint-Boniface. Under the legislation, CUSB will
become an independent university but remain affiliated with the University of Manitoba.

The expansion of the Southdale Community Centre remains on track and is scheduled to
open this Fall. I'm sure many of your children are as excited as mine to test out the new
pleasure skating, the first of its kind of Manitoba.
