If it is 
discharging onto the 
street, sidewalks, or 
your neighbour’s 
property you are in 
violation of the City 
By Law that stipulates 
you cannot discharge 
directly onto your 
neighbour’s yard, 
street, and or 
sidewalk.  

Last winter there were 
several icy locations 
created by sump 
pump discharge.  
Some were found 
directly in front of 
mail boxes. 

Last summer the 
whole sub division 
was inspected for 
properties with 
evidence of drainage 
onto sidewalks and 
streets. There were 
381 notices given out 
by the city for 
contravention of the 
by law.   

Please check yours to 
ensure that it is not 
creating a hazardous 
area.  

Neighbours Watching out for neighbours !!!  The most important thing is to be 
involved. Crime Prevention is everyone’s responsibility and the safest communi-
ties are those where the residents are committed to crime prevention and the 
Neighbourhood Watch Program. Someone on your streets must be designated 
as a block captain and 66% of the households on the block must have at least 
one resident attend a Neighbourhood Watch New Members Meeting. Remem-
ber: Without Volunteers – this program does not work. Get Involved!!!! 
 
Crime prevention starts at home and there are many precautions a homeowner 
can take to prevent break-ins or vandalism. Don’t leave your garage door 
opener in your vehicle even if parked in your own driveway. Advise neighbours 
when you are going to be away for any length of time and where you can be 
contacted should there be a problem. Lock your doors even if you are at home 
especially if you are in the back yard. Well-lit homes both inside and out are de-
terrents for not picking your home as a target for break in.

Why pay a membership fee and how do I pay? 
The membership fee is only $10.00 per household per year.  This fee is payable 
to the Island Lakes Residents Group by either cheque or cash.  You can either 
pay at the Spring Clean-up, drop off payment at the Island Lakes Pharmacy 
(thanks Tim!) or wait for a canvasser to come by. 
 
What has it paid for in the past? 
Next time your family goes for a walk in our community, look around and see 
what your membership fees and the ILRG has done for you.  Annually, we pay 
for the replacing of damaged flower pots due to unreported car accidents, print-
ing costs and postage for our newsletter, garage sale advertising, flowers for un-
adopted flower pots, Green Team costs and the costs associated with our an-
nual spring clean up and BBQ. 
 
Some of the larger projects have been the development of our parks, including 
tennis courts, two basketball courts, baseball diamonds including backstops, 
player’s benches, park benches, waste receptacles, trees throughout the parks, 
lighting and pathways in Waterfront Park, walkways in Seigneurie and Lindsey 
Wilson Parks, as well as park structures, such as the play structures and swings 
you see today. The play structure in Waterfront Park was in excess of $35,000 
back in 1994! 

 
What are the plans for future use?  
Other than the yearly expenses listed above, currently, the Board is discussing a 
number of projects to consider with our funds.  The lighting of Lindsey Wilson 
Park walkway is a consideration; the cost is approximately $100,000.00!!! A 
reader board is also a possibility to put up near the mall to give residents current 
info regarding upcoming activities in our community as well as info tidbits.  
These can average from $10,000.00 to $40,000.00.  How about a sheltered area 
to have family outings in at one of the parks?…the possibilities are endless! 
 
Fact:  If every household in Island Lakes paid their annual membership fee, we 
would have in excess of $25,000 each year!!! Think of the possibilities that 
would be available for us to enhance our community and provide additional 
amenities.  We would appreciate you ensuring your membership is paid each 
and every year.  It costs more then $10.00 to advertise your own garage sale!!!

DID YOU KNOW... 

The shoveling of 
snow onto your 
street from your 
property is not 
permitted. 

Black knot disease (“burnt rope effect”) infections on Schubert choke cherry 
branches are progressing at a high rate this spring in Island Lakes.  This was 
due to our wet and windy fall which assisted in the spread of disease spores.  It 
is not uncommon to see the main stem of even small trees with deep cracks in 
the bark exposing black fungal growth that looks like burnt clumps of finely knot-
ted rope.   

Pruning off infected branches at least 12 inches (30cm) from the fungus is the 
only known control strategy.  Always disinfect your pruning tools after each cut 
with alcohol or diluted bleach.  Infections in the main stem of the trees are next 
to impossible to control, as the disease has already spread internally to other 
parts of the tree.  You might try cutting out small stem infections (called lesions) 
with a sharp knife, sterilize the cut areas with alcohol, allow to dry, and then 
paint with tree pruning tar.  This will be strictly cosmetic, as this technique does 
not eliminate the disease from the tree.

This year I spent time researching various options to lessen the algae issue we 
have in the three lakes.  Nelson River Construction has an environmental divi-
sion that has suggested that aeration hoses are more effective than fountains in 
the lakes. 

If all residents in Island Lakes paid the annual membership fee this might be 
something we could consider doing.  The cost would be just over $100,000 for 
all 3 lakes. 

With the warm summer and little rain, the algae control was much better than 
last year but we still had to call the city in June to have the lakes sprayed for al-
gae and to check on the pump to increase the water level in the lakes. 

The lakes continue to be a source of recreation with paddleboats, canoes and 
kayaks in the summer and hockey, skating rinks and cross-country ski trails in 
the winter.  They are also home to ducks, geese and fish. 

One issue that continues to a problem is the children throwing stones/rocks that 
have been placed around the shoreline of the lakes to keep the shores from 
eroding.  These will not be replenished by the city or the developer and will need 
to be done by the residents.

A bicycle ride night is planned on Thursday, May 31st at 6:30pm at Southdale 
C.C. to ride to Scurfield (Winnipeg Tech.) to emphasis the need for adequate 
bike paths. 

The Bishop Grandin Greenway group has now taken on a larger area so the 
walkway can be eventually completed from Ste.Anne’s all the way to Lagi-
modiere, where before it was from the Seine to the Red River.  This is fantastic 
news for the residents of Island Lakes, Royalwood, Southdale & Sage Creek! 
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Speed Watch Program 
Once again, speed has been a serious concern with many of our residents.  We 
would like to remind all drivers that the speed limit is 50 kms on all streets within 
our community. 

Last year we participated in the MPIC Speed Watch Program for several weeks.  
This initiative is a joint venture between MPIC, Winnipeg Police Service, and the 
communities in Manitoba. Results are posted on our web site and once again 
the results were similar as in past years with over 70% of the vehicles exceeding 
the posted speed limit of 50 kms!!!   

We have signed up once again to participate in this  very worthwhile pro-
ject.  If you are interested in volunteering to ope rate the radar equipment, 
and observe first hand the speed of traffic in Isla nd Lakes, please contact 
our co-coordinator Brian Monkman @ 256 9315.      

Last year the ILRG Board has requested that 4 way stop signs be placed at the 
following locations:  Island Shore and Gauvreau, Island Shore and Seigneurie, 
Island Lakes Drive and Seigneurie, also stop signs at Seigneurie and Pynoo, 
Seigneurie at Surfside. Our application was rejected.  

Should you notice repeated drivers violating these speeds, we urge you to con-
tact the City of Winnipeg Police with dates, times and license plates.  We must 
put the message across stating this will not be tolerated. 

Your ILRG is committed to providing as safe a community as possible for our 
residents and their children.

After numerous meetings and conversations with the Department of Edu-
cation, over the last few years, the lobbying has finally paid off with the 
announcement of the expansion of Island Lakes Community School. 
Congratulations to the Parent Association of the school, the Island Lake 
Residents Group and all the parents who have advocated for this expan-
sion.  It is long overdue. 
My next concentrated effort is to get schooling for the Royalwood and 
Sage Creek area.  The other priority on the "to do" list is additional recrea-
tion facilities for Southdale Community Centre as they are just about full to 
the max with programs. 
The Constituency I represent is one of the fastest growing areas in Winni-
peg and the need for adequate recreation and school facilities will con-
tinue to be a top priority for me and with the support of concerned resi-
dents we will get the job done. 
One of the great strengths of this area is strong volunteer participation 
and it is for this reason the word "community" is truly associated with Is-
land Lakes. 
I would encourage anyone to get involved with the Island Lakes Residents 
Group as the benefits of achievement are not only for yourself but for this 
community as well.
