Your | L R G Board has been hard at work over the past year working on numerous initiatives behind the
scenes. This spring the City will be installing 3 new seating areas at strategic locations throughout Island
Lakes overlooking the Lakes. This has been in the planning stages with the City since our former Councilor
Franco Magnifico gave us a grant to cover the installations. The total cost will be slightly more then the grant
and we will be covering the balance from our own funds. These funds are raised thru our annual membership
drive. Are you paid up current for this year? Please consider making a small investment in your community.

Late last fall construction commenced on the new addition at the mall, which will be occupied by Investors
Group. Our first concern was our entrance way sign and the beautiful matured trees were completely demol-
ished and hauled away literally within minutes! Unfortunately, these were on private property, as all the other
3 signs are, and we have no control and or input. The other concern we have is the obvious lack of parking at
the mall, which caused concern even prior to the addition! We have spent countless time investigating this
with the Developer of the property, the City of Winnipeg and our Councilor Dan Vandal. We have been told
that the current number of parking stalls meets the City zoning requirements and that is the end of the sto-
rey!!l

Why pay a membership fee and how do | pay?

The membership fee is only $10.00 per household per year. This fee is payable to
the Island Lakes Residents Group by either cheque or cash. You can either pay at
the Spring Clean-up, drop off payment at the Island Lakes Pharmacy (thanks Tim!)
or wait for a canvasser to come hy.

What has it paid for in the past?

Next time your family goes for a walk in our community, look around and see what
your membership fees and the ILRG has done for you. Annually, we pay for the
replacing of damaged flower pots due to unreported car accidents, printing costs
and postage for our newsletter, garage sale advertising, flowers for un-adopted
flower pots, Green Team costs and the costs associated with our annual spring
clean up and BBQ.

Some of the larger projects have been the development of our parks, including
tennis courts, two basketball courts, baseball diamonds including backstops,

pl ayerés benches, park benches, waste
lighting and pathways in Waterfront Park, walkways in Seigneurie and Lindsey Wil-
son Parks, as well as park structures, such as the play structures and swings you
see today. The play structure in Waterfront Park was in excess of $35,000 back in
1994!

What are the plans for future use?
Other than the yearly expenses listed above, currently, the Board is discussing a
number of projects to consider with our funds. The lighting of Lindsey Wilson Park
walkway is a consideration; the cost is approximately $300,000.00!!! A reader
board is also a possibility to put up near the mall to give residents current info re-
garding upcoming activities in our community as well as info tidbits. These can
average from $10,000.00 to $40,000.00. How about a sheltered area to have fam-
ily outings in at one of the

be available for us to enhance our community and provide additional amenities.
