ILRG held their 19th AGM on Monday, October 27th, 2008, in the Community Room of the Island Lakes Com-
munity School.  Lindsey Wilson, Chairperson, welcomed and thanked all residents and guests for attending 
and called the meeting to order at 7:27 with approximately 50 residents in attendance.  The minutes of the 
previous year’s AGM were read and approved.  Board members also presented their committee reports.  
Topics of discussion for the evening were: 

¨  The success of our18th BBQ & Spring Cleanup and how our 11th Annual Garage Sale was the best 
  one to date in terms of attendance and participating residents. 

¨  We are also in our 9th year of the adopt-a-pot program. Thanks to Qualico/Novamet for their contin
  ued annual monetary contribution. 

¨  Clock in mall tower not working on west side, and mall owner is arranging to have parts made. 

¨  251 memberships collected this out of a possible 2500 (approx) 

¨  37th edition of the newsletter went out to all home this spring using Canada Post. 

¨  The Bishop Grandin Greenway bicycle/foot path from Shorehill to the Seine was completed and you 
  will see identifier posts have been installed along the path from Island Shore, west to the Red River. 

¨  There has been vandalism, vehicles speeding and graffiti this year throughout the development.  The 
  board continues to work with the Winnipeg Police to put an end to this.  

¨  The board is working with Qualico to upgrade the community entrance signs 

¨  Pamela Road has a Naturalization area which was not maintained properly.  Qualico was approached 
  and they cut the tall grass and installed new sod from the home to the walkway by the tracks.  

Our MLA, Ms. Erin Selby brought greetings to those present, and advised that her first private members bill C
-232, has just been passed in the house, concerning children and anaphylactic shock preparedness and ac-
tion plan in the schools, is now mandatory.  The berms along Lagimodiere are still in the review process.   

Southdale Community Club expansion is still being considered, even through the City is creating reports on 
the matter. The Province is committed to 1/3 of the cost of the expansion. 

Our Councilor, Mr. Dan Vandal, advised that he is glad to be back representing the people of Island Lakes. A 
motion has been presented to council at last months meeting to construct a new fire hall in the south east 
area of the city next year, and to include it in next years budget estimates. City re-assessment of home prop-
erties will be out in January/09.  He also advised that with the new assessment values the taxes paid by 
homeowners will likely go up. 

The issue of the installation of Warde Avenue from Lagimodiere was discussed. He advised that it would be 
5+ years before anything is likely done in this regard. It was suggested that the strip from Lagimodiere to Sei-
gneurie be constructed for safety reasons and reduce traffic though the development to the south end homes. 

Ms. Erin Selby conducted the Election of Officers.  Lindsey Wilson explained we have elections for half the 
board each year so we don’t get an entire turnover of the board in any one year. 

 Vice-Chairperson: Rachelle Moore agreed to let her name stand. 

 Treasurer:  Terry Bias agreed to let his name stand.  

 Parks:   Brent Stevenson retired, thanks Brent for all your hard work!  

    Michelle Fisher agreed to let her name stand, welcome Michelle!  

 Sanitation and Weeds: Amanda Kerr was nominated from the floor, welcome Amanda!  

 Streets/Transportation: Keith Dumontet retired, thanks Keith for many years of contribution!   

    Position still vacant.  

There was a motion to adjourn the meeting a 9:32 PM.  Thank you to all who attended!!

Annually, we pay for the replacing of damaged flower pots due to unreported car 
accidents, printing costs and postage for our newsletter, garage sale advertising, flowers for un-adopted 
flower pots, Green Team costs and the costs associated with our annual spring clean up and BBQ. 
 
Some of the larger projects have been the development of our parks, including tennis courts, two basketball 
courts, baseball diamonds including backstops, player’s benches, park benches, waste receptacles, trees 
throughout the parks, lighting and pathways in Waterfront Park, walkways in Seigneurie and Lindsey Wilson 
Parks, as well as park structures, such as the play structures and swings you see today. The play structure in 
Waterfront Park was in excess of $35,000 back in 1994!

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Beautiful Gardens 
Summertime in Winnipeg is a riot of colours covered by a green canopy of majestic elms. In recent years I’ve 
come to appreciate the creativity of people who beautify not only their yards but the front boulevards with 
wonderful displays of plants. Its such a treat taking in the scents and colours of those diverse plantings as I 
walk my dogs around the streets of Winnipeg. Unfortunately though, I’ve also become aware of the potential 
hazards associated with many of those little signs alerting the public of recent lawn care treatments. Those 
signs are warning that cosmetic pesticides and fertilizers have been applied.  

 

The application of lawn chemicals creates a much longer risk for exposure than what most of us have under-
stood. The warning signs often refer to staying off the grass until it dries but according to studies, exposure 
hazards last for much longer. Exposure can even occur in the house, where pesticides are tracked in on peo-
ple’s shoes or pets’ paws. A study by Nishiola, Lewis, et al, documented the presence of 2, 4-D in indoor air 
and on all indoor surfaces (walls, tables, floors) a whole week after the application of lawn chemicals.  

City By-law Facts and Tidbits... 

¨ Storage of recreational vehicles or RV’s are not permitted on your driveway;��

¨ Only one additional vehicle per garage stall is allowed to be parked on your driveway;  

¨ Please remind your kids no throwing stones in the lakes as these rocks will not be replaced. 

¨ When walking your pet, please - scoop the poop!  ��

¨ No bicycle riding on the sidewalks.  We are very fortunate to have a large amount of walking paths for 
our residents.  So for their safety, please keep bicycles on the road where they belong;��

¨ Please report any damaged or broken sidewalks/roads to the city using their 311 call centre.  This is a 
great way to keep our kids safe and our community looking great!  Also, pop us a quick email to let us 
know it’s been called in so we don't duplicate our efforts! 

¨ Double check your sump pump to ensure you are not in violation of the by-law stating it cannot be dis-
charged onto your neighbor’s yard, the city street or sidewalk;  

¨ Fences are limited to 4 feet in the front yard and 6.5 feet in the backyard; 

¨ All decks must be a minimum of 25 feet away from your property line; 

¨ If you live on a corner lot, you are required to sod, maintain and mow the adjacent boulevard; 

¨ Please ensure you are not permitting the growth of weeds and weed seeds on your property; 

¨ Did you know shoveling of snow onto your street from your property is not permitted; and, 

¨ Front yards must be sodded as well as the driveway approach completed within 12 months of occupa-
tion, depending on occupation date and season. 

 

Please note these are all just friendly reminders of by-laws in our community.  If you have any other interest-
ing tips that we may not be aware of, please email Rachelle at raemoore@shaw.ca. 
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In most areas of Manitoba it is still legal to use the same cosmetic pesticides and fertilizers that have now 
been banned in all of Quebec and Ontario as well as over 150 other municipalities across Canada. Many 
Manitobans are not yet aware of the hazards to human and animal health as well as threat to water quality 
associated with using cosmetic pesticides and fertilizers. There are good reasons why the Canadian Cancer 
Society, the Canadian Association of Physicians for the Environment, the Canadian Medical Association, the 
David Suzuki Foundation and the World Wildlife Fund, to name just a few, are all calling for an end to the use 
of these chemicals. Some of the serious health threats include reproductive problems, childhood leukemia, 
and non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma. Our children and pets are the most susceptible to health concerns since they 
are much closer to the grass and often play in it.  

 

We now understand that the nutrients, phosphorus and nitrogen, in the fertilizer portion of the lawn treatments 
are often applied in excess to what the grass and plants can take up. The excess nutrients run off into the 
sewer system and ultimately end up contributing to the growing problem of blue green algae blooms that are 
threatening Lake Winnipeg. To sum up there are a multitude of good reasons why now is the time to revise 
some of our gardening techniques.  

 

On a positive note, there are many good resources and ideas for how to create beautiful and environmentally 
friendly gardens and yards. The concept of xeriscaping is really growing. This entails the idea of conserving 
water through creative landscaping. There is an excellent website www.eartheasy.com offering information on 
xeriscaping. Our own local environmental resource, the Manitoba Eco-Network offers a wealth of information 
on their website, www.mbeconetwork.com, under the Organic Lawn Care Section. They offer workshops on 
the subject as well as terrific tips and pointers on where to access more information. Carole Rubin has written 
two books with very clever titles, “How to Get Your Lawn Off  Grass ” and “How to Get Your Lawn and Gar-
den Off Drugs ”.  

 
Some of the basic concepts in developing a new approach to gardening include: fertilizing naturally using 
your own compost; using native plant species; having less lawn and different ground cover; leaving grass clip-
pings on the lawn; aerating the lawn; and most importantly changing our attitudes!  

 
My own attitude has been strongly influenced initially because of my dogs and subsequently because of 
growing awareness of environmental issues. When I first became a dog owner I went through several years 
of frustration about having a less than perfect lawn (the result of two dogs using the back yard to relieve 
themselves). Gradually I realized that instead of constant frustration I should take a different approach and 
create a yard that was more dog-friendly at the same time as being attractive. Our back yard now has very 
little grass although it does have sections of green ground cover. There are a variety of perennial shrubs and 
evergreens. The primary flowering plants are annuals that I put in a few planters which are raised enough to 
be safe from dog trampling.  

 
To conclude, I hope that more people will take the time to learn about why we should be moving away from 
our conventional views of what a beautiful garden looks like, and to embrace the beauty in the new diversity 
of green spaces. Our children, our pets and Lake Winnipeg will all benefit from this approach.

Beautiful Gardens...cont’d 
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Once again, black knot disease (“burnt rope effect”) infections on Schubert choke cherry branches are pro-
gressing at a high rate this spring.  It is common to see the main stem of even small trees with deep cracks in 
the bark exposing black fungal growth that looks like burnt clumps of finely knotted rope.   

Pruning off infected branches at least 12 inches (30cm) from the fungus is the only known control strategy.  
Always disinfect your pruning tools after each cut with alcohol or diluted bleach.  Infections in the main 
stem of the trees are next to impossible to control, as the disease has already spread internally to other parts 
of the tree.  You might try cutting out small stem infections (called lesions) with a sharp knife, sterilize the cut 
areas with alcohol, allow to dry, and then paint with tree pruning tar.  This will be strictly cosmetic, as this 
technique does not eliminate the disease from the tree.  For further information, please contact the City of 
Winnipeg Forestry Department at 311.

Our streets and sanitation department monitor our streets and sidewalks for areas of concern which require 
attention.   

It is very important to ensure our sidewalks and streets are clear of any breaks, cracks or obstructions as a 
safety issue.  These are highly used by residents and children. 

Through out the winter, curbs or lawns may have been damaged by contractors during snow removal.  Both 
the curbs and sod will be repaired at the expense of the contractors.

Also, once again back by popular demand,  the Salvation Army has kindly offered to have a truck at the mall 
on Saturday afternoon starting at 2:00 to 7:00 pm and Sunday from noon to 3:00 pm.  This year, we are ask-
ing to only give what is in great/good condition for resale.  We remind our residents this is not a dumping 
ground for “junk”.  Last year we had over two trucks for garbage alone.  Please be respectful to this organiza-
tion who has donated their time to help us out!   What a great way to give back to our city!   



Once again our community lakes are thawing as spring is here.  Along with this thaw often brings algae.  This 
algae will continue to get worse as the summer goes on with the heat manifesting the growth in our lakes. 

In the past, we have researched various options to lessen the algae issue we have in the three lakes.  Nelson 
River Construction has an environmental division that has suggested that aeration hoses are more effective 
than fountains in the lakes. 

If all residents in Island Lakes paid the annual membership fee this might be something we could consider 
doing.  The cost would be over $100,000 for all 3 lakes. 

With the warm summer and little rain, the algae control was much better but we still had to call the city to 
have the lakes sprayed for algae and to check on the pump to increase the water level in the lakes. 

The lakes continue to be a source of recreation with paddleboats, canoes and kayaks in the summer and 
hockey, skating rinks and cross-country ski trails in the winter.  They are also home to ducks, geese, pelicans 
and fish. 

One issue that continues to a problem is the children throwing stones/rocks that have been placed around the 
shoreline of the lakes to keep the shores from eroding.  These will not be replenished by the city or the 
developer and will need to be done by the residents.  Please encourage all to refrain from throwing them in 
the lake...as tempting as it may be! 

Waterworks Report

tion to the residents on their street or bay.  The primary responsibil-
ity of a BC is promoting awareness of the ILRG’s activities and pro-
jects.

should you require additional expertise from departmental staff, the CSR will connect you with the 
right individual during normal business hours or to assist you in leaving a message in the right loca-
tion should you wish to do so .

New 311 System... 
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Neighbours watching out for neighbours !!!  The most important thing is to be involved. Crime Prevention is 
everyone’s responsibility and the safest communities are those where the residents are committed to crime 
prevention and the Neighbourhood Watch Program. Someone on your streets must be designated as a block 
captain and 66% of the households on the block must have at least one resident attend a Neighbourhood 
Watch New Members Meeting. Remember: Without Volunteers – this program does not work. Get Involved!!!! 
 
Crime prevention starts at home and there are many precautions a homeowner can take to prevent break-ins 
or vandalism. Don’t leave your garage door opener in your vehicle even if parked in your own driveway. Ad-
vise neighbours when you are going to be away for any length of time and where you can be contacted 
should there be a problem. Lock your doors even if you are at home especially if you are in the back yard. 
Well-lit homes both inside and out are deterrents for not picking your home as a target for break in.

I am so happy for the opportunity to address you in your newsletter for the first 
time as your Member of Parliament for Saint Boniface. As I campaigned over these 
last three years I had the opportunity to meet many of you, whether at events or 
when I came knocking on your door. I do hope to get to meet many more of you 
over the coming days, months and years. 

I have been very busy since being elected, both in Ottawa and here in the riding. I 
was off to Ottawa soon after the election for my swearing-in ceremony as MP, and 
a few days later I was contacted by the Prime Minister asking me to take on the 
office of Parliamentary Secretary for Official Languages. I am proud to have been 
entrusted with such important responsibilities that will help bring positive change to 
Saint Boniface. 

Since the release of the Budget 2009 – Canada’s Economic Action Plan we have 
been getting the word out to our constituents and organizations regarding funding which they may apply for 
under recreation infrastructure. The Government of Canada has announced funding over the next two years 
to support construction of new and upgrades of existing facilities across Canada.  This is expected to provide 
local economic stimulus and to contribute to a higher quality of community recreational facilities, as well as to 
promote national spirit. I am hoping that we will be seeing some of this funding coming in to Saint Boniface in 
the coming months. 

As you know, I am a 18 ½  year veteran of the Winnipeg Police Force, and keeping our communities safe is 
very important to me. It has made me very happy to be involved in some of the new “Tough on Crime” an-
nouncements in the past few months, where the Government of Canada has proposed timely changes to the 
Canadian Criminal Code, such as the Organized Crime Bill, the changes to the Credit for Time Served, limit-
ing the credit given for time served in pre-trial custody, Identity Theft changes where we have proposed the 
addition of three new offences, and most recently the Auto Theft announcement, making auto theft a separate 
and serious offence. I am so pleased that our government is taking a tough stand on these issues. I know that 
both Manitoba Justice Minister Chomiak and Mayor Katz are pleased with these proposed bills that will help 
make our streets and neighbourhoods safer. 

I recently met with the LRSD regarding concerns about the lack of schools in the Island Lakes area, and the 
affect of the developing Sage Creek area. I will be meeting with the local MLA’s to further discuss this issue. I 
am also working hard to bring infrastructure funding to Saint Boniface with our local community centres in 
mind yet again. 

Congratulations to the hard-working board and volunteers of the Island Lakes Resident’s Group for the good 
work you continue to do in making Island Lakes such a great community. I hope to see you at your Spring 
Clean-up and BBQ.
