20th Annual General Meeting

The ILRG head their AGM on Monday, November 2, 2010 with 34 people in attendance. A cake along with
coffee was served to celebrate the ILRG’s 20th Anniversary!

Lindsey Wilson advised the residents that 2009 was a great success with our BBQ and Spring clean-up, the
adopt-a-pot program and the garage sale! It was announced our website is now accepting Paypal payment
for membership as well.

Qualico has agreed to subsidize the cost of our new community entrance sign with $25,000. Two of our en-
trance signs were removed as a result of the building of Investors Group and Home Runs Sports. The Shell
station is under new management. A new roundabout has been added in Southdale which has definitely im-
proved the flow of traffic along Lakewood and Beaverhill and the completion of the planting of the trees in
LW Park took place which was funded by Wal-Mart.

Ms. Erin Selby (MLA) was introduced along with Pat Rondeau on behalf of Shelly Glover who is in Ottawa
attending and H1N1 emergency sitting. Dan Vandal was at a community committee meeting and unable to
attend.

The minutes of the 2008 AGM were read and adopted along with the treasurer’s report of 378 memberships
collected this year for a total of $3,780.00 with a year-end balance: $43,734.95 of which $6,200.00 is commit-
ted to tree planting from the Wal-Mart Grant. Our newsletter, garage sale advertising and spring clean-up are
our single highest expenses this year. Our accounts were audited by Chuck Bishop.

Committee reports were presented by each of the Committee chairs that were present. Some highlights: Al-
gae still a major problem, there are no more available empty residential lots, tagging and graffiti has been a
problem again this year and 100 adopt-a-pot were planted this year. 27 trees were planted by the city this
year.

Residents raised the concerns of the unevenness of the walkways around the lake. Lindsey advised an ex-
pensive venture and not likely to be resolved by the city. A question was made regarding whether the side-
walk blacktop patches in the community were a temporary measure. Lindsey responded that it is temporary
but that temporary can be many years.

Our MLA, Ms. Erin Selby made positive comments about the recent school expansion, the Southdale Com-
munity Club expansion funding has been set and work will be starting and Rainbow Day Care is working well
although there are never enough spots. She advised berms along Rte. 59 are too low and a study is being
done.

Pat Rondeau on behalf of Shelly Glover (MP) advised she is looking into financial assistance for the replace-
ment of our Community Sign’s.

Lindsey brought up the rumor of a possible fire station beside Home Run Sports but at this point there have
been no decisions made at any government level that we are aware of. Lindsey also presented the plan to
change the alignment of the board positions to better reflect the community now that it's development is com-
plete. The current alignment was based on the city's alignment and worked well during its development phase
but as we enter a new phase we need to look into a new realignment of the board.

Lindsey Wilson explained to those present that we have elections for half the board each year so we don't get
an entire turnover of the board in any one-year. Erin Selby conducted the election of officers:

Everyone agreed to let their name stand with no nominations from the floor. All elected by acclamation.
Streets & Transportation remains vacant.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 pm.

Why pay a membership fee and how do | pay?

The membership fee is only $10.00 per household per year. This fee is payable to the Island Lakes Resi-
dents Group by either cheque or cash. You can either pay at the Spring Clean-up, drop off payment at the
Island Lakes Pharmacy (thanks Tim!) or wait for a canvasser to come by.

What has it paid for in the past?

Next time your family goes for a walk in our community, look around and see what your membership fees and
the ILRG has done for you. Annually, we pay for the replacing of damaged flower pots due to unreported car
accidents, printing costs and postage for our newsletter which is approximately $1,800.00, garage sale adver-
tising, flowers for un-adopted flower pots, and the costs associated with our annual spring clean up and BBQ.

Some of the larger projects have been the development of our parks, including tennis courts, two basketball
courts, baseball diamonds including backstops, player’'s benches, park benches, waste receptacles, trees
throughout the parks, lighting and pathways in Waterfront Park, walkways in Seigneurie and Lindsey Wilson
Parks, as well as park structures, such as the play structures and swings you see today. The play structure in
Waterfront Park was in excess of $35,000 back in 1994!

What are the plans for future use?

Other than the yearly expenses listed above, currently, the Board is discussing a num-
ber of projects to consider with our funds. The lighting of Lindsey Wilson Park walk-
way is a consideration with the new technology of solar lights — which only take 2
hours to sun to generate light!! How about a sheltered area to have family outings in
at one of the parks? There is also the issue of our deteriorating entrance signs...the
possibilities are endless!

Fact: If every household in Island Lakes paid their annual membership fee, we would have in excess of

The City of Winnipeg 311...

The City of Winnipeg's 311 citizen inquiry service has been in operation for over one year and has been
responding to countless of citizens' enquiries from the public in both official languages 24 hours a day, 365
days a year. Inquiries are received by the Centre via phone, fax and email.

Over the past year, your Island Lakes Residents' group utilized this 311 service and has notified the City of
Winnipeg on issues facing our community such as over-filled garbage receptacles, graffiti removal from our
park signs and structures, weed control, park bench replacements, boulevard maintenance, etc. and all of our
requests have been addressed in a timely manner. Do not hesitate to call 311 when you have a specific:

request for service (sewer back-up, water main break, garbage collection, etc.)

request for information (permit processing, animal control, building inspection, traffic/parking issues, hours
of operation of all civic offices and facilities, assessment and taxation, transit schedules, etc.)

concern (parking ticket, property condition, road/street maintenance, snow clearing, potholes, noise, etc.)

CPR Emerson Rail Line (whistle Blowing)

Hopefully, some of our residents have noticed a reduction in whistle blowing. Through the efforts of your
ILRG Inc., residents, Dan Vandal, and CPR the City made application to reduce the number of times the engi-
neers are required by law to blow their whistle. CPR requested that the City construct a chain link fence along
the berm bordering Island Shore Park to prevent pedestrians from crossing at unauthorized locations along
the rail line between Island Lakes and Royal Wood. This was completed by the City last summer/fall.

Forestry Update

Black Knot Disease: Black Knot is a fungal disease affecting many species of cherries, plums and mem-
bers of the genus Prunus. Black Knot is seen as elongated galls or swellings (knots) on twigs and branches
on susceptible species.

The Urban Forestry Branch of City of Wpg., Is currently discouraging the planting of any new Shubert Choke-
cherry trees to limit the impact of the disease. It is very difficult to control Black Knot on a large scale by prun-
ing. As a result, the Urban Forestry Branch generally does not prune outgrowths from Black Knot infections in
Shubert chokecherry. More detailed information on Black Knot can be found on the University of Manitoba

Information above taken from a City of Winnipeg Urban Forestry Branch brochure.

Control/Prevention of Black Knot  (Univ. of Manitoba): Prune infected branches at least 4 - 6” beyond
the gall. Prune trees when they are dormant, before March 1 or after they are done flowering. Sterilize tools
between each cut using chlorine bleach or alcohol. Burning, burying or removing infected branches from the
site is necessary. Maintain healthy trees and avoid stress on the tree by watering and fertilizing when
needed.

Waterfront Park: You may have noticed there are several Schubert Chokecherry Trees marked with green
paint in Waterfront Park. These trees are infested with Black Knot Disease and are identified by the City for
removal. You may have noticed some are not marked which also have Black Knot. The City in order not to
leave the Park totally void of trees is leaving these. Eventually the trees being cut down will be placed on the
City's tree list for replacement with a different species.

Boulevard Trees (Do’s, Don’ts and reminders from the Urban Forestry Branch).
Do’s: Water newly planted trees
Report all damage
Report Disease and Insect Damage ( Call 311)
Report vandalism/vehicle Damage providing names/license to Police if possible.

Don'ts: Prune Boulevard Trees, Should pruning be required please contact (311)
Remove Boulevard Trees
Plant trees on City Boulevards
Remove branches or wood from Boulevards if done by the City of Wpg. May contain
disease and require proper disposal.

The City recommends that homeowners refrain from altering the solid grade of the boulevard trees. Adding
soil to create raised flowerbeds negatively impacts trees by starving the upper roots of oxygen. Spreading a 2
-inch layer of mulch can help trees by preventing moisture loss and solid compaction. Observance of the
above recommendations will go a long way in improving and maintaining our boulevard trees!

Speed Watch

This past fall your ILRG conducted a Speedwatch Awareness campaign in cooperation with MPIC. The re-
sults are available on our website at www.islandlakes.org

Unfortunately it was determined that over 70% of the traffic in Island Lakes is speeding, with many going well
over 70 km/hr., some even in the 80's and 90's, which is unacceptable. We remind all of our residents that
the maximum speed limit in the development is 50 km. For the safety of all residents, and our children,
please Just Slow Down .

Streets & Transportation Report

Approximately six motor vehicle accidents occurred over the winter months on Island Shore Blvd by
Waterside. Evidenced by the flattened Telephone box and the missing portion of a residential fence and
bruised boulevard trees. We are unsure of why the sudden increase in accidents at this location however it is
thought that the street elevations may have changed. The speed limit is 50 kms. in all residential areas unless
otherwise posted. In some of the accidents, excessive speed was not a factor, however, not adjusting speed
for icy road conditions was a contributing factor.

Several streetlights are not working in Island Lakes. We are encouraging residents to phone in the address/
location of the light and whether or not light is completely out or going on and off at intervals. Phone number
for Manitoba Hydro to report a street light out is 480-5900. You can either speak to a person or leave a
message.

Lakes

This spring a particularly strong pungent odour was noticeable from our lakes, as well as the lakes in Royal-
wood, and from the Seine River. Your | L R G Inc. immediately contacted the City of Wpg & the Environ-
mental Branch of the Province of Manitoba. This situation was inspected by both parties and it was deter-
mined that this was a natural spring occurrence caused by decaying plant growth in the lakes coupled with
the lack of oxygen under the ice. This is evident by the high numbers of dead fish found along the shores of
our lakes. Sea Gulls are having a feast!!!

One issue that continues to a problem is the children throwing stones/rocks that have been placed around the
shoreline of the lakes to keep the shores from eroding. These will not be replenished by the city or the
developer and will need to be done by the residents. Please encourage all to refrain from throwing them in
the lake...as tempting as it may be!
